In 1830, the fort provided refuge from
raids by Native Americans who regarded
the small community of ranchers as
intruders upon their lands. Within twenty
years, as life became more stable, Uribe laid
out the San Ygnacio town site with the
church and plaza that exist to this day.

This small town was founded in 1830,
and a lot of the homes are built out of
stone and tours are provided from the
descendants of the original town founders.
